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Abstract. Primorye, with its unique geographical location, is a magnet for both domestic
and, especially, international tourists, particularly from Asia-Pacific countries. An assessment of
the Chinese tourist flow to Russia and an assessment of the tourist flow in the Far East and
Primorsky Krai are given. This article explores key aspects of the tourism industry segment known
as inbound tourism, highlighting the tourism potential of Primorsky Krai. Natural and



recreational factors for the development of inbound tourism are identified. State policy for this
tourism segment is defined by the Strategy for Tourism Development in the Russian Federation
until 2035 (hereinafter referred to as the Strategy) and is characterized by significant potential for
tourism's growing role in the socioeconomic development of the constituent entities of the Russian
Federation.
